Policy and Procedure

Purpose:  The Polk County Positive Behavior Support (PBS) Network is a multi-agency collaboration.  The Network has purchased and maintains resources that are available for check-out to its agency members
Policy:  Polk County PBS Network will develop and manage a system for maintaining and loaning resource materials.  

Procedure:  

Polk County Health services staff will maintain a PBS resource library available for loan to Network members.
A list of resources, including an informational summary, will be available on the Network of Care.

Resources are available at the PCHS office Monday – Friday from 9am-5pm.

Network staff may check out resource materials without an appointment.  

There is no limit on the amount of time that a resource may be “checked out”.  It is recommended that the time not exceed one month.  

Assigned PCHS staff will review the resource library check-out list monthly and, as needed, send electronic reminders if the checkout time has exceeded one month.
Network agencies are responsible for replacement of items, in the case of lost or damaged PBS resources.
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
